I have received two letters from you offering me a home HPV test and making several statements. One of these
statements is: "Cervical cancer is caused by a virus, HPV".

In accordance with the Danish Act on Public Access to Public Administration, full access to the following is requested:

1. All studies and/or reports in the custody of or administered by you, your hospital, other hospitals, universities, Statens
Serum Institut [Danish sector research institute], the Danish Health Authority and/or any other entity worldwide that
describe and scientifically prove the isolation and purification (via maceration, filtration and use of ultracentrifugation;
commonly referred to as "isolation”) of "HPV" i.e. "Human Papillomavirus" directly from a sample taken from a sick
patient, where the sample material has not first been mixed with other genetic material (such as monkey kidney cells aka
Vero cells; fetal bovine serum, HEK-293, HUH7, etc.)

Please note that | am not requesting studies and reports where researchers have failed to isolate and purify the alleged
"virus" and have instead:

a) cultured an impure sample or other impure material and/or

b) performed a propagation test (using e.g., the PCR method or similar) on the total RNA from a patient sample
or from a cell culture or other impure genetic material; and/or

c) fabricated a "genome" by assembling/aligning PCR detected sequences from the total RNA, from a patient
sample or a cell culture or other impure genetic material; and/or

d) provided electron microscopy images of particles of impure samples/cell cultures.
I am aware that according to the theory of viruses, a "virus" requires host cells in order to replicate, so | am not looking
for descriptions of virus replication without host cells.
Furthermore, | am not looking for studies and reports that describe a supposed free-flying "virus particle”; rather, | am
looking for studies that describe in the methodology section the isolation and purification of virus particles so that they
are present only in their pure form (separated from everything else in the sample material, according to standard

laboratory practice for the purification of other small organisms and particles of the same size, such as bacteriophages,
exosomes, etc.)

2. All studies and/or reports in the custody of or administered by you, your hospital, other hospitals, universities, Statens
Serum Institut, the Danish Health Authority and/or any other entity worldwide that scientifically prove that HPV causes
cervical cancer.
Note: Scientific evidence is NOT

. opinion,

e  speculation/assumptions,

e article reviews or

*  descriptive articles.



Scientific proof requires

* repeatable and falsifiable hypotheses that have been tested using valid, controllable experiments where only
one variable separates the experimental and control groups; in this case, the one manipulable variable must be
the presence/absence of the particle claimed to be a "virus", and

»  consistency between results from multiple valid controllable experiments. Records that do not describe the
testing of falsifiable hypotheses regarding the existence of an alleged "virus" (meaning the existence of the
alleged particle and its alleged cause of disease) are not relevant to this access to information request.

Please also note that this access request is not limited to studies authored by hospitals, universities, Statens Serum
Institut, the Danish Health and Medicines Authority and the like, or relating to work performed by them. The access to
information request, on the other hand, includes any record matching the above description, for example (but not limited
to) any published peer-reviewed study conducted anywhere, ever, by hospitals, universities, Statens Serum Institut, the
Danish Health Authority, etc. as evidence of a disease-causing "virus".

As | wrote in my first email, | have received two letters signed by you, offering me a HPV home test and also containing
several statements about HPV. You repeat one of them in your answer, that the HPV test is "a cancer prevention
screening".

Since you, as a senior researcher in molecular pathology and laboratory manager of the Pathology Department at
Hvidovre Hospital, and your hospital recommend the HPV home test and among other things say that cervical cancer is
caused by HPV, you should also be able to refer to concrete scientific evidence for your recommendations and
statements, especially when specifically requested under the Danish Act on Public Administration.

I have looked through countless scientific studies on pubmed and medical journals. No one does control experiments
and no one isolates anything in the literal sense of the word, despite the technology allowing it. In other words, they don't
meet the criteria to be called science. If this is not scientifically proven, then the statements about cancer causes and
preventive studies are consequently also unproven.

So | assume that you and your hospital have irrefutable evidence to claim that cervical cancer is caused by HPV, so you
and your hospital can offer HPV home testing as a cancer prevention test to all women between 23 and 64 years old in
Denmark.
